You’ll walk through lovely 
public squares like the Piazza della Signoria and see the world-famous Ponte Vecchio. This 3-hour 
tour is offered daily.

Half-Day Walking Tour with the Academy: Departing from your hotel with your personal 
guide, you’ll discover the city’s greatest highlights including the Duomo with its spectacular cupola 
designed by Brunelleschi; Giotto’s Bell Tower, one of the city’s most impressive Gothic landmarks; 

Arriving at the Accademia, one of the 
world’s finest art museums, enjoy a narrated tour of its most important masterpieces including, of 
course, Michelangelo’s David.

Arriving at the Uffizi, your guide 
will share historic insights and colorful stories about the wondrous Renaissance masterpieces you’ll 
see on display here in the gallery - including works by Botticelli, Giotto, Michelangelo, and da Vinci.   
This 3-hour tour is offered daily except Monday. Some blackout dates including Dec 25 may 
apply. 
 
 

Half-Day Tour by Chauffeured Vehicle: Your driver and guide will meet you at your hotel to 
begin your exploration of the city. Traveling comfortably in a private vehicle, you’ll admire 
Florence’s most significant sites and landmarks including the Duomo with its magnificent cupola 
designed by Brunelleschi, Giotto’s Bell Tower and the Baptistry. You’ll also discover Santa Croce 
Square and see the iconic Ponte Vecchio before ascending to Piazzale Michelangelo where you’ll 
stop to enjoy breathtaking hilltop views of the city and the Arno River.

Full-Day Walking Tour with The Uffizi: Join your personal guide to explore the city’s most 
significant landmarks including the Duomo with its magnificent cupola designed by Brunelleschi 
and Giotto’s Bell Tower, one of the city’s finest Gothic landmarks. With a relaxed pace, this tour 
also includes lesser-known landmarks like the beguiling Porcellino Fountain. Then cross the 
historic Ponte Vecchio, famous for its goldsmiths’ shops and fine views of the Arno River. At the 
Uffizi Gallery, your privately guided tour reveals masterpieces by Botticelli, Giotto, da Vinci and 
other Renaissance masters. This 6-hour tour is offered daily except Monday. Some blackout dates 
including Dec 25 may apply. 
 
 

Full-Day Walking Tour with The Academy and Uffizi Gallery: Starting from your hotel 
with your own expert guide, this comprehensive walking tour encompasses Florence’s best-known 
highlights. You’ll learn about the historic Ponte Vecchio, stand in grand public spaces like Piazza 
della Signoria and admire architectural landmarks including the Duomo and Giotto’s Bell Tower. 
And with the insights and knowledge of your engaging guide, your private tours of the Academy

This 6-hour tour is offered daily except Monday. Some blackout dates including Dec 25 may 
apply. 
 
 

Half-Day Excursion to Pisa with Leaning Tower: Enjoy the scenery as you travel in a 
privately chauffeured vehicle to Pisa, where your local guide will meet you to begin this tour. 
Focusing on the Piazza dei Miracoli, recognized as one of Europe’s finest ensembles of medieval 
architecture, your exploration will include inside visits of the Cathedral, a Romanesque 
masterpiece that was begun in 1093, and the Baptistery – a unique circular building with both 
Romanesque and Gothic elements. Of course, you’ll have time to take pictures of the Leaning 
Tower before entering to ascend this world-famous landmark! After bidding farewell to your guide, 
your car and driver will take you back to your hotel in Florence.

Full-Day Chianti Tour with Farm Visit and Lunch: In the very heart of Tuscany, Chianti is a 
region famed as much for its robust wines as for its rural charms, pastoral beauty and fine culinary 
traditions! Departing Florence this morning, your first stop will be Greve, a lovely little town set 
around a medieval square. With time to explore Greve on your own, you might wish to stop by the 
famed Antica Macelleria Falorni, where fine meats and cheeses have been sold since 1806! Then 
continue your chauffeured journey through Chianti’s rolling vineyard landscapes to spend time on 
a family farm engaged in the sustainable breeding of Cinta Senese – an old, indigenous breed of 
domesticated pigs. After learning about their work, you’ll join your hosts for a congenial lunch 
featuring authentic Cinta Senese prosciutto, bruschetta and pasta – all accompanied by a tasting of 
wines produced on the estate. On the return to Florence, you will also stop to admire the imposing 
medieval ramparts that surround the historic town of Monteriggioni. This 8-hour tour includes 
roundtrip chauffeured transportation from Florence. It is offered daily except Sunday. Some 
blackout dates may apply.  
 
 

Full-Day Tour to Pisa + Lucca with Lunch: Enjoy the beauty of the Tuscan countryside as you 
travel by chauffeured vehicle to Pisa, where your resident guide will be waiting to take on a private 
tour. Focusing on the Piazza dei Miracoli, recognized as one of the Continent’s finest ensembles of 
medieval architecture, your exploration includes inside visits of the Cathedral, a Romanesque 
masterpiece that was begun in 1093, and the Baptistery – a unique circular building with both 
Romanesque and Gothic elements. Of course, you’ll have plenty of time to take photos of Pisa’s 
famous leaning tower. Then continue to the pretty walled city of Lucca for a delicious lunch of 
Tuscan fare, accompanied by the house wine. After lunch, you’ll join our resident guide for a 
private walking tour through the historic lanes of Lucca. This 8-hour tour includes roundtrip 
chauffeured transportation from Florence. It is offered daily. Some blackout dates may apply. 
 

 
Full-Day Excursion to Cinque Terre with Lunch: Setting out from Florence in a chauffeured 
vehicle, you’ll make the journey to Cinque Terre, a beguiling region of secluded beaches, rocky 
grottoes and five enchanting villages set along the cliffs and hills overlooking the Mediterranean 
Sea. Along the way, your driver guide will share information about the history and life of Cinque 
Terre until you reach Manarola, one of the five seaside villages. From here, the local rail system is 
the best way to get around. Board the train to explore some of the coastal villages as your personal 
guide offers informative and entertaining insights. In Monterosso, you’ll enjoy a delightful lunch 
with a glass of house wine. Then continue to the seaside hamlet of Levanto where you will 
reconnect with your chauffeured vehicle for the return journey to Florence. This 10-hour excursion 
includes roundtrip chauffeured transportation from Florence. It is offered daily. Some blackout 
dates may apply.
